LOVEBITES is a Japanese heavy metal band with five female members: Asami as the 
lead vocalist, Midori on guitar, Miyako on guitar and keyboard, Miho on bass, and 
Haruna on drums. Formed in Tokyo in 2016, they debuted in May 2017 with THE 
LOVEBITES EP. They won the Metal Hammer Golden Gods Award for Best New 
Band in 2018 awarded by the UK music magazine “Metal Hammer.” They have 
performed at major music festivals around the world and toured across Europe. Their 
third album “ELECTRIC PENTAGRAM” released in January 2020 ranked ninth on the 
Japanese Oricon Music chart. 

LOVEBITES kicked off their Japan tour in February 2020 and in July released a live 
performance Blu-ray DVD “FIVE OF A KIND – LIVE IN TOKYO 2020” featuring a 
live concert performance recorded at Zepp DiverCity, which ranked first on the Oricon 
Music Blu-ray chart.
